This past week I attended the Ministers Week Banquet on Wednesday evening.  Eugene Gene Frazier
was a recipient of the Frank H. Marshall Award that recognizes graduates of Phillips Theological Seminary,
Phillips Graduate Seminary, The Graduate Seminary of Phillips University or the College of the Bible whose
service to God, the Church and the human community has been faithful and exemplary.  A nominee might be
someone who has rendered outstanding service as a faithful congregational minister, in a ministry beyond the local
congregation, as a missionary, chaplain, campus minister, or directing unique ministries.  It is the highest honor
given by the PTS Alumni Association.

Perhaps some of you remember that Dr. Frazier served as Executive Regional Minister of the Christian
Church (DOC) in Oklahoma.  He committed himself to working for the advancement of the whole church serving
on numerous boards and commissions.

My mother and Gene are first cousins; Gene is my second cousin.  When I was attending seminary I
received a scholarship provided by Gene and his wife Bonnie; for that I am eternally grateful.  But what impresses
me most about both Gene and Bonnie is their heartfelt passion for ministry that is still as strong today as it was
before their retirement.  Gene will be eighty two later this year, but he expresses his compassion for ministry with
the heart of a teenager as does Bonnie.  They are very dedicated to the church, the denomination, and the broader
faith community.

Dr. Frazier continues to be in ministry as a volunteer at Foxwood Springs Living Center in Raymore, MO
where he and Bonnie now live.  Together they have five children (all graduates of Phillips University), fourteen
grandchildren, and eight great-grandchildren.

Gene and Bonnie are two of the many people who have given me support.  Certainly, Dr. Frazier is very
deserving of the Frank H. Marshall Award.  He and Bonnie make a great team.  I was glad that I was present and
to give them my personal congratulations.
